• ALL dogs must have a fixed collar- no check chains; they are too dangerous on the hunt, as they could get hooked 

in a fence and choke a dog.  

• ALL dogs will be issued with a baggage tag bearing a contact mobile phone number.  We have never lost a dog, 

but better to be safe.

Travel Directions:  Travel time from Campbelltown to Cootamundra is about 4 hours.  Drive along F2 (Hume 

Highway) towards Yass.  Approx 5kms after you drive past the turnoff to the Yass MacDonalds, turn right into Burley 

Griffin Way (to Harden, Temora, Cootamundra).  Drive approx 50 minutes to roundabout at Wallendbeen.  Turn left 

and drive approx 18kms along Olympic Highway to Cootamundra.  Watch out for 50km sign and 'Welcome to 

Cootamundra' sign.  Travel approx 200m.  At Sale yards, turn left into Rinkin Street.  Drive to Bimbadeen.  See map 

for final directions. 

Bring all other 

food, except for Saturday dinner.  Shops are nearby in the town centre.
